FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Will composting attract vermin?

One of the biggest fears and concerns people have about composting is that it will attract vermin. Composting will not attract vermin if it is done properly. It is important that no cooked food or meat goes into a composter. If you are still worried then you should place chicken wire under the composter and bring it up around the edges to prevent any vermin burrowing under the composter.

What can I do if the compost is too DRY?
Add wet material such as grass or other green waste and mix thoroughly.

What can I do if the compost is too WET?

Add dry material such as a shredded newspaper, clay, sawdust, spent compost or anything that will soak up the liquid and mix thoroughly.
Waste is slow to break down.

Add compost accelerator.

Mix well and often.

There are small flies in the bin.

These are fruit flies and are normal. Mixing thoroughly will break their life cycle. Also adding a damp newspaper or a layer of clay will disrupt their lifecycle.

Compost bin smells.

There may be meat in the bin, or it may be too wet. Mix thoroughly.

Is there any composter system that composts cooked food and meat? 

Vermicomposting is a process where worms are used in a sealed unit to convert cooked and raw food to compost.
