NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Galway County Council has made an order closing,
subject to conditions, the following route to facilitate the construction of embankments,
and the tie in works of the new Galboley Overbridge on the L-7205 and the L-7206 as
part of the construction of the new N6 road:

A section of the L-7205 Knocknadaula Road from its junction with the L-3201 at
Ballykearan Bridge until its junction with the L-7207 at Harhy’s Cross, and the L-7206
from the junction with the R350 Bullaun Road at Gortcarn until the junction with the
L-7205 at Galboley from 9.00a.m. on Monday 27" April, 2009 to 6.00p.m. on Friday 19"
June, 20009.

Alternative Route

Traffic travelling south along the L-7205 Knocknadaula Road will have to turn left onto
the L-7207 Brackloonbeg Road at Hardys Cross and travel the length of this road until its
junction with the R350 Bullaun Road at Brackloonbeg, then at the junction with the R350
turn right, then turn right onto the L-3201 Turoe Road in Bullaun Village continue on this
road until the junction with the L-7205 at Ballykearan Bridge. This will be the end of the
diversion.

Traffic on the L-3201 Turoe Road wishing to travel north along the L-7205 Knocknadaula Road
will have to travel west along the L-3201 until the junction with the L-7183 at Clashaganny.
Continue on this road (Clashaganny L-7183) until the junction with the L-7205 at Hardy’s Cross.
This will be the end of the diversion.

Traffic on the R350 Bullaun Road travelling north wishing to travel west along the L-7206
Galboley Road will have to continue along the R350, then turn left at its junction with the L-7207
Brackloonbeg road and continue until the junction with the L-7205 at Hardy’s Cross. This will
end the diversion.

Traffic on the R350 Bullaun Road travelling south wishing to use the L-7206 Galboley Road will
have to continue travelling south on the R350 until the junction with the L-3201 Turoe Road in
Bullaun Village. Turn right here and continue on this road until the junction with the L-7205 at
Ballykearan Bridge. This will be the end of the diversion.
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
