The applications
process is very competitive and therefore the Council’s focus will be on more
significant projects which demonstrate heritage best practice, can be replicated
elsewhere in the county have significant community involvement and show
innovation. In addition to this the applicant must submit a very clear and concise
application form and demonstrate their ability to deliver the project.
