	What advice has been provided by the Health Service Executive
	The HSE recommended review of the chlorine dosing process at the plant and recommended implementation of a unidirectional flushing programme.

	Likely Cause and Duration of Failure
	In the past treatment on the supply consisted of chlorination only. As stated previously, the caretaker has confirmed that, in order to obtain adequate residuals at the end of the line, it was necessary to dose chlorine at a level that poses a risk of THM formation. This sampling location is fed from a cast iron main which is difficult to flush adequately.

It was concluded that the scheme required significant upgrade works and it was included on the RAL. Works are complete on the installation of coagulation, filtration and UV treatment and the contractors expect to running water through the plant very shortly with commissioning due by the end of the month. 
It is expected that the new treatment works will address the THM issue, however, if this is not the case further investigation will be carried out

	Immediate Corrective Action Taken
