	Likely Cause and Duration of Failure
	During the review by consultants for the Remedial Action List, the Inis Oirr PWS was identified as being at risk for THM exceedances. In order to reduce the THM and other risks it was concluded that the scheme required significant upgrade works and it was included on the Remedial Action List. Works have been completed with the installation of ozone treatment, filtration and UV treatment. 

The ozone part of the treatment has been switched off due to concerns in relation to the risk of bromate formation. The consultants / contractors are currently preparing a proposal to address this issue as it now their opinion, based on additional raw water data, that ozone is not a suitable treatment process for the raw water on the island. It is understood that they will recommend the installation of a reverse osmosis (RO) system. It is the opinion of the council that the consultant / contractor should have been aware of the risk of bromide in the raw water on occasion due to the evidence of saline intrusion, however, the consultants are arguing that they would not have been aware of this based on the raw water results provided to them.
The breakdown of the THM result indicates that bromide in the raw water may be a contributory factor to the non-compliance as bromide has been found to facilitate the formation of brominated trihalomethanes. Bromoform=13.5; Bromodichloromethane=56.8; Chloroform=43.7; Dibromochloromethane=61.1.
Galway County Council is in the process of arranging for monitoring of the parameter Total Organic Carbon (TOC) at the plant and in the distribution line as part of the routine monitoring programme for supplies which are at risk for THM formation. As TOC is a good indicator of the likelihood of THM formation it is expected that this will assist in identifying the main source of the pre-cursors.
