STATISTICAL REPORT 1971-7 2:

The statistical report for the year 1971-72 hadl been circulated
to all members. The County Librarian told the members that while the
report showed an overall increase in issues, a decrease of 11,952 was
recorded at Galway City Branch. The decrease was mainly in light
adult fiction. Issues and membership in Ballinasloe had shown a very
big increase. This was due to the new Branch Library having been in
operation for the final six months of the year. Dunmore Branch which
was opened on 2nd November, 1971, recorded an issut; of 9,338 for the
period November, 1971 - March, 1972, the fifth highest number of
issues for Branch Li?oraries open 10 hours per week in 1971-72. The
total number of registered readers in Dunmore was 387 (148 adults and
239 Juveniles).

Clr. Galvin stated that the new 3ranch in Ballinasloe was
providing a valuable service to the community, but complained that
the grass plot to the rear of the library premises was not being
properly maintained. He proposed that the. Co. Council be asked to
take the necessary steps to remedy this situation. Clr. T. Boyle
agreed with Clr. Galvin's remarks and seconded the motion which was
adopted.

SCHOOLS LIBRARY SERVICE:

The County Librarian informed the committee that the Department
of Education, Primary Branch, had decided to increase the State
contribution for book supply under the primary school library scheme.
The new rate for book supply would be 15p. per pupil, an increase of
50%, and the contribution towards administration would be increased
from 3d. to 5p..per pupil. The increase was not conditional on a
similar increase being forthcoming from the Local Authorities.

STAFF :

The Co. Librarian informed the meeting that two new Assistant
Co. Librarians, Kisses Hanna O'Sullivan and irvaureen ioran, had
joined the staff to replace uisses Lil Horan and Anne i*artin who had
resigned on marriage. An additional post of Library Assistant had
been created to fill the vacancy caused by the resignation of the
Branch Librarian in i.ervue. and to help out at Headquarters with the
extra work caused by the increased grant to the Schools service.
The County Librarian also informed the members that idss x.ary Kavanagh
had been conferred with the B.A. degree and stated that she deserved
great credit for this achievement» The Very Rev. Chairman
congratulated Miss Kavanagh on behalf of the Committee and wished her
every success in the future.
