With reference to the minutes of proceedings at the
special meeting of your Committee held on the 8th instant
and your letter of the same date, | have to point out thatt e
Galway County Council is only one of the Local authorities
by which the Joint Technical Instruction Committee is con-
stituted and that the Committee in its administration of the
Technical Instruction Scheme is independent of the appointing
bodies. Furthermore, the Department’s contributions to-
wards the funds of the Scheme considerably exceed the tota
of the two local contributory bodies. The application of the
joint funds is legally subject to the approval of the Depai -
merit, on which is also cast by statute the corresponding du y
of seeing that all proposals for expenditure are carefully con-
sidered with a view to securing, by means of the funds avail-
able, the maximum degree of educational efficiency. 1 have
accordingly to inform you that after considering very caie-
fully the question of the future arrangements to be made tor
the organisation and direction of the operations of the Scheme,
the Department is satisfied that the appointment of a rrin-
cipal and Secretary with technical ~qualifications, academic
training and a satisfactory record of teaching experience as
suggested in previous communications from these offices is
the best course to be followed in the circumstances. Foi t e
reasons intimated in the second last paragraph of the Depar
ment’s letter of the 30th ultimo., the appointment of a
Secretary with merely clerical qualifications would not, it is
considered, be a satisfactory arrangement, and the Department
would therefore not be prepared to approve of the expendi-
ture involved by this proposal.

the proficiency and energy of the persons chosen to fill the
position of County Medical Officer <of Health. The posses-
sion of the Diploma of Public Health or equivalent degree
will be an essential qualification and should be supplemented
by practical experience of administrative functions. With a
view to promoting the training of candidates with specialised
knowledge the International Health Board of the Rockefeller
Foundation made a generous offer to send three medical men,
selected by an independent Selection Committee on account
of distinguished records of service, to the United States to
familiarise themselves with the latest developments of Public
Health procedure. Furthermore it is recognised that the
position of the existing Tuberculosis Officers possessing the
D.P.H. is entitled to special consideration and arrang-ements
have accordingly been made with the Society of Medical
Officers of Health to enable such officers seeking appointment
as County Medical Officer of Health to acquire further ad-
ministrative experience and a more intimate knowledge of
the manifold activities of Public Health work. These mea-
sures are calculated to ensure for the senior positions of the
Health services of the country a supply of highly qualified
competitors.

In the circumtances the Minister has decided that as a
condition precedent to his approval the principle of a Selection
Committee, which has already been found satisfactory in con-
nection with Dispensary posts, shall apply to all appoints as
County Medical Officer of Health. A bill will shortly be in-
troduced to regulate the future procedure concerning appoint-
ments of officers of local authorities.

The work in some of the smaller Counties will not be such
as to afford whole-time employment and in these cases re-
course will be had to a joint appointment with a neighbouring
County, accompanied by an equitable adjustment of the cost.

spect of all duties now or in the future assigned to you by the Council
with the consent or by the direction of the Minister.

" Our view is that the agreement put forward for signature by
you is contrary to the terms of the advertisement upon which the appoint-
ment was made as it would compel you to lodge monies received by
you for remuneration and expenses by virtue of your position as Over-
seer appointed by the Registration Officer, in addition to the fees and
monies received by you in connection with duties assigned to you by
your Council with the approval or direction of the Minister.

“ It is our considered view that newly appointed Secretaries to
County Councils are debarred from obtaining remuneration for their
work under the Juries Acts but are entitled to receive and keep the fees
paid to them by the Registration Officer for Registration work. 1 lie
reason is quite clear because the duty of the Secretary to the County
Council as successor to the Clerk of the Union in connection with
Jurors work is set out in the Jury (lreland) Act 1871, as amended by
the Local Government (lreland, Act, 1898, and under, both these
Statutes there is a clear Statutory duty on the Secretary of the Cp-mty
Council, qua, Secretary to perform these duties. Further the Jury
Act 0f.1923 provides that you are not to get these fees for Jury work.
On the other hand under the Representation of the People Act, 1918,
there is no such Statutory duty cast upon the Secretary of the County
Council and it is not portion of his duties as such Secretary to do the
work. It is the duty of the Registration Officer to do the work and it
iS mandatory upon him to ask you to assist him in the preparation of
the Lists. This state of affairs is continued by the Electoral Act,
1923.

“ The Statute and the Rules make it clear that your expenses are
to be paid by the Registration. Officer and not by the County Council.
The latter are under no obligation whatever to pay your expenses and
in our opinion if you lodge all the monies and your County Council
refused to pay your expenses you would have no right in law to re-
cover such expenses from them.

“ Accordingly we are of opinion that neither you nor the County
Council are entitled to contract out of the Electoral Act, 1923, either
in regard to your right to fees or your liability to fines on the grounds m
that,

Such agreement is contrary to the terms of the advertisement upon

which the appointment was made.

That it is not portion of your duties as set out in draft agreement
to prepare the Voters’ Lists, and

That from the foregoing you are entitled to receive and retain
any fees received by you from the Registration Officer.

That such fees include your expenses which must be paid by the
Registration Officer and not by the County Council.

Agreement is contrary to Sec. 12 (3) Electoral Act, 1923, and
Statutory Order of the 21st February, 1924, and therefore not
binding and illegal.” (Opinion ends).

I am now formally advised that it is not within the competence of

the Ministry to require, or, of either the County Council or myself, to
perfect, a binding agreement contracting out of the Electoral Act

either in regard to fees, expenses, or fines. As Secretary | cannot
advise the County Council to enter into an agreement to undertake
liabilities for which there is no Statutory Authority, and on the other
hand I cannot be a party to an agreement which | could not enforce
at law.

I have requisitioned the Registration Officer for £500. As the
preparation of the Register is more important than any individual in-
terest, 1 have made arrangements, pending the receipt of this sum, to
meet the commitments shewn in my letter of the 28th ultimo, so that
the work may go on.

STATEMENT to the COUNTY COUNCIL as to LETTER
from MINISTRY OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT, G. 52309.

As the letter above referred to implies a breach of faith upon
my part in regard to an Agreement with the County Council | think
it well, in the first place, to protest against tins implication and to lay
the facts before the County Council.

In pursuance of my Agreement, my Solicitors submitted to the
Solicitor of the County Council a draft Agreement providing.

(1) That I should lodge the whc-le of the fees under the Voters’

and Jurors’ Acts to the County Council, and

(2) That | should be entitled to sufch clerical assistance as /

should require (if necessary up to the limit of the pre-
scribed fees).

(3) That I should be indemnified against penalties under the

Electoral Act.

The prescribed limit for fees and expenses of Secretaries of
County Councils is set out in Statutory Rules and Orders, 1924, No.
6. at 20/- (twenty shillings) per hundred names on the register or 2-d.
per name.

The County Solicitor forwarded my draft Agreement and one
drafted by himself to the Ministry of Local Government, and on the
22nd October, the Ministry (G.48564) wrote that the draft submitted
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by my Solicitors was preferable ; that the Ministry saw no serious
objection to it but suggested certain recitals. | agreed to the alterations.

On the 21st October | applied to the Minister for sanction to
the expenditure of a sum, not exceeding £500, on clerical and other
expenses in connection with the Franchise Lists. | considered the
Minister s letter of the 22nd October as settling the terms of the
Agreement which | was to sign, and I made an arrangement for
clerical assistance on the basis of one penny per name, the amount
which | paid myself when it was my interest to keep expenses as low
as possible. | offered the Ministry an opportunity of verifying this
by an examination of my paid cheques. It was necessary to get the
\k/)vo_rk going. | made definite arrangement with my Staff upon this

asis.

On the 6th November | received a letter from the Minister
(F+50635) stating that he was not agreeable to pay the Staff at a
rate per name, but that it should be done at a rate per hour. My
arrangements had then been made for over a week. The work had
been given out, and was well advanced. It will be observed that
up to this time no question was raised by me as to the legality of the
proposals of the Ministry. But | was committed by my bargain with
my Staff, (and it should be remembered that the Assistance employed
on Registration work is my Staff in my capacity as Overseer, and not
the Staff of either the Ministry or the County Council so far as that
work is concerned). | telegraphed to the Ministry on the 6th instant
that | could not break the bargain into which | had entered, and in
self-cefence | had to seek the aid of my Legal Advisors. A copy of
this advice was sent to the Ministry on the 8th November, and on the
same date the County Solicitor was directed to have the whole case
examinee from the County Council s point of View, and as strictly as
possible against me. The suggestion in the first paragraph of the
Department’s letter is therefore unjustifiable. 1 was entitled to assume
that the stipulations of the Department were legal, until 1 was advised
that they were illegal, and when | discovered the law | was entitled
to plead the law.

As regards the provision of Clerical Assistance to me, as Over-
seer, on the basis of the time occupied, and payment of my Staff,
directly out of the County Council’s Funds, | have to say that there
is no Statutory authority for either of these stipulations, and if the
County Council propose to pay the Staff in this way it would be my
duty to object under Section 61 of the Local Government Act, 1925.
There is an objection to these proposals. | object to them, both on
the ground that they are illegal, and that they strike at the root of that
authority and responsibility which it was plainly the intention of the
legislature to give to an Overseer in the discharge of his.responsible
duties under the Electoral Act of 1923, which provides the machinery
for the elections of both Houses of the Oireachtas and of the County
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Council. By placing the responsibility for payinent in the hands of
the Registration Officer it is quite clear that the intention oi the legis-
lature was to prevent any interference in the preparation of the
Electoral Lists by any of the Bodies whose elections depend thereon.
Accordingly there does seem to be a necessity for the issue of the
advance requisitioned by me from the Registration Officer.

A Ciaam directed by the Minister (or Local Government and
Public Health to state that the general conditions under which
County Poor Rates are being collected has been receiving
careful consideration. . A t

Collectors generally have strongly represented that the
method of requiring them to lodge the full warrants whether
collected or not, and to obtain subsequent refunds of
“recoverable or temperorarily uncollectible rates had become
almost impossible under modern conditions.

One particular trouble experienced by Collectors ielates
to the collection of rates levied on small dwellings, which they
state they find it impossible to obtain in the gross amounts
of the half yearly leVies. It is intended to submit for the
consideration of the Oireachtas in the near future proposals
to transfer the onus of rate-paying m such cases to the La
lords giving them in turn corresponding poweis to adjust the
weekly rent's, thus placing the payment of rates on a weekly
basis and bringing the burden within the compass of
tenants’ capabilities. . . .

Formerly, lodgment in full by certain dates earned
poundage on portions of the warrants subsequently refunded.
The Collectors were usually able to obtain overdiaft accon
modation at low rates of interest and the transactions were
profitable to them. Collectors now_ find it most difficult to
secure these temporary accommodations from the Banks and
when they do so they must pay the current high rate of
interest. In the instances where Collectors fail to obtain th
accommodation they are placed in positions of great embai-

County Secretaries generally have expressed themselves
in favour of modifications in the procedure affecting these
aspects of rate collection. As the outcome of discussions and
correspondence the Department are prepared to consent to
the adoption by any County Council of a Scheme of the na ure
outlined in the accompanying memorandum. It should be
understood,“however, that if any Council deems their present
arrangements to be preferable, the Minister is agreeable to
their being‘continued.

3

Impressed with the importance in the public interest of
securing prompt collection and lodgment of rates, the Minister
desires that County Councils, whether they adopt the sugges-
tions now made or not, should for the future deal with the
Collectors strictly according to the terms of their employment.
If any Collector fails to qualify for poundage fees under the
conditions specified, the Council should be slow to recommend
any concession and it should be understood that this policy
will be followed by the Department.

It is hoped that where County Councils decide to adopt
the new Scheme now suggested they will do so in sufficient
time to give effect to the proposals for the year 1927-28.

MEMORANDUM.
Rate Collection.

The Department are prepared to agree to the under-
noted terms of remuneration for County Rate Collectors pro-
vided that a Bond with solvent personal sureties in the an-
nexed Form (which is a modification of Form 55 of the Public
Bodies Order, 1904) is entered into by each Collector in
addition to a Fidelity Guarantee from an Insurance Company.

The personal bonds need not secure more than 10 per
cent, of the average annual warrant or £200 whichever be the
greater amount. They should stipulate that no sum exceeding
£50 can at any time remain in the hands of the Collector.
It should further be understood that in the event of miscon-
duct or failure to discharge his duties properly the personal
Bond will first be acted upon by the Council. The Fidelity
Guarantee might be a collective one covering all the Council’s
Collectors, but individual bonds may be provided if aesired.
The Fidelity Guarantee should cover a substantial portion of
the revenue to be collected, say 25 per cent, at least. It should
be clearly understood that in the case of. default the Fidelity
Guarantee will operate to cover the final deficit ascertained
after the personal Bond, has been acted upon, and that the
Fidelity Bond will serve to make good any loss that may arise
through failure of the personal sureties to defray any or all
of their portion. ) )

The Department are aware that the rates ot premium
charged by Insurance Companies for Fidelity Guarantees vary
greatly in amount according to circumstances. It is con-
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sidered that the safeguard of the initial personal Bond would
be welcome to Insurance Companies who would probably
agree to give the Fidelity Bond at a reasonable rate of pre-
mium. It is believed such accommodation may be arranged
in the majority of cases at a uniform rate of about 5/- per
cent premium. If the County Council agree the Minister
would be willing that a proportion of this cost might be
defrayed from County Funds.

It will be noted that the proposals contemplate poundage

for each half year, and that to qualify for the first half year
particularly the stipulation is *“ the lodgment of an amount
equal to etc.” This is not a departure irom past practice and
is in fact a help to efficient Collectors. No diligent Collector
can have failed to secure at least some portion of the second
moiety before the 31st October, and his lodgment of such

7

rates will help him to qualify for the higher rate of commission
for the first half year. This is one of the reasons why no
concession in relation to vacancies or other irrecoverables can
be conceded for the first half year.

It is intended that all such claims shall be dealt with at
the end of the financial year. Collectors should all be required
to submit their fully completed claims for refunds early in
April. The authority given to County Secretaries to deal
with advance claims will be subject to ratification by and
consideration of a duly deputed Committee of the County
Council—the Finance Committee is suggested.

Iffts further considered that the subsequent transmission
of such claims to the Department should not be necessary,
and that the Committee (and/or) the County Council should
deal with them finally subject to review by the Auditor in
due course. If the Council agree to these conditions the Min
ister is willing to assent to the requisite departures from the
terms of the Public Bodies Order, 1925. In devolving these
functions locally the Minister feels sure he can rely on the
Councils concerned dealing equitably with the items set down
in the claims of the Collectors which should be prepared in
the form (53) prescribed by the Public Bodies Order, 1925.

The Council should take precautions to ensure, before
dealing with any such claims for refunds, that particulars of
the uncollected rates have been duly posted up by each Col-
lector at such places as the Council shall have prescribed.

summer and autumn of 1925, and further detailed information as to
flood levels has been collected for us since by daily readings of
guages which we set up in the river and lake, as well as from informa-
tion derived from the guage maintained by the Drainage Trustees.
Our Chief Drainage Engineer, Mr. Olley, working on these materials,
has drawn out diagrams representing the actual shape of the river
bed from the lake to the City, and also diagrams showing the size
and shape of the bed required to draw off average flood water at the
south end of the lake as required to keep it down to MacMahon’s
proposed level.

6. —The result is to demonstrate that want of maintenance is

not responsible for Lough Corrib’s standing a foot higher in winter
than MacMahon intended. The channel of the River Corrib, as left
by the engineers in 1859, is insufficient to do the work expected of it,
whether because the original design was faulty, or, more probably, be-
cause money ran short and the work was leftincomplete. A river channel
like a chain, is no stronger than its weakest point, that is, it will not
take more water than will pass its least capacious point. The River
Corrib has two weak points, the Menlough and Newcastle shoals men-
tioned in paragraph 2. Great improvements were no doubt made at
both these places by the scheme of 1859, but at both places the channel
was left insufficient. The channel at Menlough is cut through the
limestone rock and at Newcastle through rock and hard gravel.
At Menlough there is no silting ; the channel is as good and capacious
as it was left in 1859 ; and here and at Newcastle are the least capa-
cious parts of the channel now. It follows that no neglect of main-
tenance, no growth of weeds or soil at any other part of the channel
can have any noticeable or substantial effect in increasing floods ;
and if floods have really increased in recent years it must be because
of unfavourable weather.

Method of Improvement, Cost and Benefit.

7 —In order to make such a channel for the River Corrib as

would produce the results expected bv MacMahon it would not be suffi-
cient to enlarge the channel at Menlough and Newecastle Shoals,
although that would probably be the most expensive part of the work.
When these places had been improved there would then be a good
many other parts of the channel inferior to them and further excava-
tion would be necessary in the Friars’ Cut, the Menlough Cut, and
elsewhere. Mr. Olley estimates the total cost offorming such a channel
as world keep Lough Corrib a foot lower in winter than it is now at
£50,000 under favourable conditions.

8. — it is not possible to say what benefit to the lands would be

obtained for this expenditure without a detailed report from a Valuer ;
but it is easy to show that it would not be large. The whole benefit
derived by the 13,683 acres improved under the original scheme was
assessed at £1,861. But not by any means would all these lands
derive any substantial additional benefit from the lowering of Lough
Corrib. 7,600 acres out of the 13,686 are lands lying beside the rivers
Clare and Cregg (see Map) and investigations made by our Engineers
in 1904, as a result of complaints of excessive flooding at the village
of Montiagh on the Clare river, shewed clearly that these lands
could not be substantially improved except as the result .of the very
extensive new work on the Clare and Cregg rivers themselves, of



which the cost would he of the order of £50,000. There are also about
1200 acres lying on tributaries which would not be much affected. Dy
the 'lowering of the lake. Leaving these lands, then, out of account
there remain roughly 4,900 acres which would benefit by the lowering
of Lough Corrib by one foot in winter. Nothing but a \aluei s
report could determine the degree of benefit, but we think it would
certainly be less than the average benefit conferred on these lands
by the original scheme. Supposing it, however, equal to that bene t,
it would amount to £674 a year ; while the annuity required to repay
the capital expenditure of £50,000 is £3.250 a year.

D. Possible Alterations of the Present Scheme.

9 _ Jhe crucial point in any alteration of the present scheme with
a view to improving drainage conditions is the weir at Galway.
This Weir keeps up the level of Lough Corrib in summer and thereby
preserves the Navigation and the flow for mill-power. Any num iei
of alterations to it might of course be suggested, but they can ail be
reduced to two categories — w <
(11 Alterations which (by siuices or other means) increase the wens

capacity for passing a flood without lowering the summer s

level of the lake.

(@ The removal or lowering of the Weir so as to ahow the lake t
run off below its present summer level.

10. The first class—such changes as deal with floods onIy
need not have any injurious effect on the navigation or the mi -
power ' but they would have no perceptible effect in improving the
drainage, because, as already pointed out, it is the insufficiency”oi
the river channel, and not the weir, which at present prevents tne
flood from being carried off as quickly as MacMahon proposed .
sluicing or lowering the weir would not carry off the flood any quickei
unless the improvements in the river channel were carried out as well.

11. —On the other hand, the total removal of the weir,
lowering so as to lower the summer level of the lake, would effect a
real improvement in the drainage, because the Lake with its great
area of 44,000 acres acts as a reservoir and the lower it is allowed to
fall in the dry season the longer time it will take for tiie floods to nil
it Nevertheless, the rainfall of an ordinary winter would he more
than sufficient to fill the Lake again even if the Weir were entirely
removed, because, as has been so often stated, the river channel is not
of sufficient capacity to remove the floods quickly ; and it may be
added what is obvious when stated, that the lower the level at which
the river is running in a given channel, the less is the capacity ol the

12. Therefore, the result of removing or substantially lowering
the Weir at Galway would not be to relieve the lands from flooding,
but only to defer the beginning of the flooding ; the water, once on
the lands would remain there to approximately the same date tnat
it would remain if the Weir were untouched ; while the navigation
and the mill-power would he abolished or injured according as the
Weir were wholly removed or only lowered.

of making Grants from the Road Fund towards the cost of the upkeep
ol Main Roads during the ensuing financial year. By “ upkeep” is
meant the ordinary average work done on the roads. The term does not
mclude slpecial works, establishment charges or charges for loans eernded
in former years.

21 Hitherto all Grants made from the Road Fund have in general
been given for Works of Improvement of Trunk Roads. The Grants
made since 1923 now total over £2,000,000 while under the National
Road Scheme a further £2,000,000 will be expended within the next few
yeais. Although it is the aim of the Minister to continue to make Grants
for improvement he is of opinion that the work which has been carried
out within the past three years and the special work for which provision
has been made under the National Scheme permit the allocation of portion
of the Road Lund to upkeep charges. He has decided to recommend
to the Minister for Linance that a total sum of about £200,000 shall be
set apart for this purpose in respect of the year 1927/1928. 5



3. —The total sum allowed by County Councils for the upkeep alone

of roads during the present financial year (1926/1927) amounts to about
£529,000 over the sum expended on actual road upkeep in 1913/1914.
The bringing in of a sum of £200,000 towards upkeep would reduce the
excess over the 1913/1914 figures by 38 per cent.

4. —From the particulars supplied to this Department last year

by the County Surveyor the amount allowed by the County Council for
the upkeep of Main Roads was £41,698, apportioned as follows —

Main Roads which are Trunk Roads, £19,966

Other Main Roads, .cccccveeerereinnnn. £21,732

Total, . £41,698

On the assumption that the amount to be allowed under this head
for these roads for 1927/1928 will he the same as thatfor 1926/1927 the Grant
towards upkeep of main road in your County for the ensuing financial year
will he £16,502, calculated on the basis of 50 per cent, of the cost of the
upkeep of Main Roads which are Trunk Roads and 30 per cent, in the
case of other Main Roads.

5. —It will be appreciated that if the expenditure is less than that

allowed by the Council for 1926/1927 the grant of £16,502 would give
higher percentages than those set out. Higher percentages cannot, how-
ever, be authorised and in such cases the total amount of Grant wiII be
reduced to such sum as the percentages of 50 and 30 represent on the
expendéture

will remain available in the Fund for distribution as Grants for improve-
ment.

s* 7—In some few cases Councils have already determined their
estimates for the ensuing financial year. No alteration need be made as
the Grants will be available for increasing the sum set aside for the year
reducing the next estimates or for purposes of improvement. In cases
where the estimates have not been determined it will be open to the
Councils to have regard to the Grants (bearing in mind the percentages
which the Grants represent) mndicated, i.e,, to assume that 50 per cent,
of the total cost of maintaining Main Roads which are Trunk Roads and
30 per cent, in the case of the remaining Main Roads will be borne by
Grant, subject to the maximum Grant stated in each case,

k. 8.—The Grants will ordinarily be paid in instalments quarterly on
statements of expenditure. It. should be understood that where the return
is reported by the Department’s Inspectors to be inadequate for the expen-
diture the Grant will be subject to disallowance or reduction according
to the degree of inadequacy.

From each Annual Estimate submitted large amounts have
been deducted'by the Committee of Management and the County
Councils which always resulted in leaving a large debit balance
at the end of the financial year. The Committee of Management
when considering the Estimate for year ending 31st March, 1928,
on the 10th inst., reduced the estimate by me by £5,888.

The amount estimated as a deficit to occur on 31st March,
1926 was £10,800. The actual deficit as certified by the Auditor
wds £9,167/1/1. This deficit did not include the debts incurred
during March and due on the 31st of that month, which amounted
to £5,631/5/1, so that the real deficit of 31st March, 1926, was
£14,798/6/2, from which, for purposes of accuracy, may be deducted
a sum of £300 in the hands of the R.M.S.

It is intended to pay the March bills in future out of the estimate
for the year ending 31st March, as was hitherto the custom.

“The Editor desires to state that the letter *'B---—-—- ’
which appeared at the end of one of the lines of the poem, was
meant to represent the word ‘bun’ or ‘biscuit,” and was
not intended to convey or to suggest by innuendo or otherwise
that the Chairman or any other member of the Galway County
Council had ever been guilty of corrupt practices. If this line

were open to any such construction, the Editor, upon acceptance
of the above explanation, unreservedly withdraws any such
suggestion.

“The Editor of the Connacht Sentinel regrets if any of
these statements caused pain or annoyance to Mr. Egan or
to any member of the Galway County Council, and desires
to say that nothing was further from his mind, and in so far
as such personal suggestions might have been read into the
poem or comment, he is perfectly willing that they should be
withdrawn absolutely and expresses his regret that they should
have been published.”

The Position, shortly, appears to be that, in the South and
Middle Islands of Aran, Island Eddy, Inishboffin, Eeshal,
lurbot and Inishturk, there has been a total refusal to pay
rates. This has lasted, in the South and Middle Islands of
Aran, for twenty years : In Inishboffin there was up to seven
or eight years ago some local attempt to meet rate liabilities :
In the three Islands in the Clifden Collection District total
failure to collect Rates only dates from the date of the appoint-
ment of the present Collector : The Island Eddy case is
perhaps the most serious as showing a tendency to spread to
the mainland. Island Eddy irf not a true Island, as at certain
periods of the tide it can be entered from the mainland on foot,
and there appears to be no doubt that the economic conditions
of the rate-payers on this Island is far superior to that on the
other Islands under report : The case of Inishmore is dis-
tinguished by the fact that there was never a total refusal to
pay rates on this Island, though arrears are on the increase.
The physical difficulties of collecting rates on Islands,
where there is altotal or general disinclination to meet these
liabilities, are very great. If the Government and the County
Council are prepared to make use of all the resources of the
State it is probable that a good deal of arrears could be re-
covered. If it is not considered possible to resort to extreme
measures to collect rates the Committee' do not consider that
because Islanders neglect their duties as Rate-payers the
County Council would be justified, by way of reprisal, in

neglecting its duty to provide the necessary sanitary, poor
law and public works services. It has, for instance, been
sometimes suggested that Medical and Nursing services should
be withdrawn from' those insular areas in which the refusal to
pay rates is general. Your Committee are unable to see any
justification for such' a policy. They think that the rates on
Islands ought to be collected, even if for a year or so it were
to cost the whole or more than the whole of the proceeds of
such rates to collect them. The great thing to be aimed at,
in the opinion of the Committee, is that no area in the County
should be allowed to set the Law at defiance, and that any
area which attempts to do so should be shown that the County
Council cannot allow any such attempt to be successful.

It would be much better for the County Council to collect
the rates in these Islands and spend three or four times the
amount of the rates in the Islands themselves than to totally
cut off public expenditure in the Islands (even if such a course
were legal which it is not) and allow Islanders to evade the
common liabilities of the Rate-payers of the County.

It has been suggested that it might be possible to amal-
gamate all the Islands into a special Island Collection District
and appoint a Collector for these Islands who might himself
be required to be the owner of a boat. This suggestion may
be worthy of a trial.

The Committee draw attention to the fact that the infor-
mation obtained from Spending Departments rebuts the case,
so often made, that the Islands get’ no value for the rates as-

sessed on them. .

I am directed by the County Council to call your attention
to Articles Nos. 101 and 102 of the Public Bodies Order which
prescribe that a Collector of Poor Rate is entitled to receive
poundage provided he lodges before the 30th September, a
sum equal to the whole of the arrears in his warrant and a
moiety of the current rate, and provided that before the 31st
March, he shall have lodged the full amount included in his
warrant for the year. No Collector can be paid any refund
except in respect of rates declared to be irrecoverable, and
poundage will not be paid in respect of irrecoverable rates.
Collectors will, therefore, see the importance of lodging to
credit of the County Council before the 30th September, the
full amount of first moiety and arrears.

Several Collectors have caused great inconvenience to
the County Council and Finance Committee by slacking in
their work during the early part of the collection period, and
making all sorts of excuses when they get into trouble at the
end of the collection. The Finance Committee advise
Collectors to start their collections by strict attention to the
cases of Ratepayers who are shown in arrear. Every pres-
sure by demand note, six-day notice, seizure, or other legal pro-
ceedings should be taken against defaulters. They are nearly
always the same people year after year, and a Collector who
brings these persistent bad Rate-payers into good order will
have an easy time thereafter.

Attention is drawn to Standing Order of the County
Council, No. 17, which reads as follows:—

“ All gentlemen giving security for Collectors are
hereby informed that the County Council will feel itself
constrained to enforce strictly the claims of the Rate-
payers on all Sureties for Collectors.”

The Council are in immediate want of funds, and they
expect every Collector to make substantial lodgments within
the next few weeks.

I have your letter of the 20th instant, and as requested,
give the information asked for therein —

(1) The Salary of the Medical Officer of Health, which is
part-time, is £600 per annum.

(2) He is the Senior Tuberculosis Officer with Clinical
Tuberculosis Officer at a Salary of £600.

(3) One Clerk, part-time, at a salary of £ 120.

There is an Infectious Disease Hospital—78 beds for
Tuberculosis, and 40 for infectious diseases. There is a
Resident Medical Officer at a salary of £200.

Owing to the wide spread nature of the County, and
geographical difficulty, some of the medical practioners act
as sub-medical officers of health at an allowance of from £5
to £ 10, thus saving much money and time in travelling, etc.

The Nursing is in districts and not under official control.
The management is by local Committees, who find from 50%
to 70% of the cost, the remainder is made up by the Scottish
Board of Health.

The Infant Mortality is low—no great concentration of

people—so there is no Child Welfare Scheme.
