When the workhouse was
advertised for sale in 1931, the Galway
Vocational Educational Committee took
out a 99 year lease on the property and in
1932 the workhouse re-opened as one of
the first vocational schools in the country.
Though renovated over the years, this
former workhouse has retained much of
its original layout and fabric, keeping the
separate blocks as Wilkinson designed,
and is an important contribution to the
architectural and historical heritage of the
area.

This religious and republican monument
was erected to commemorate Fr Michael
Griffin, a local priest who 'would not
break the seal of confession'. The simple
yet functional form of the monument is
enlivened by the large amount of text on
the central and flanking plaques. Also, the
detailed religious iconography increases
the artistic appeal of the structure. This
monument is of social and historical
significance, its roadside location
providing a feature of interest and a
poignant reminder of Ireland's troubled
past. Its style and design is similar to
other nationalist monuments dispersed
throughout the Irish countryside.
